CURRENTLY 40% OF THE POPULATION still remains
below the poverty line despite growth in Cambodia’s
economy. Unfortunately, households in areas of high
poverty rely on illicit business practices for their income.
This includes the human trafficking of children.
According to the U.S. Department of State, trafficking
involves the use of force, fraud, or coercion to exploit
a person for profit. The Human Rights Watch
estimates that there are at least 50,000 women and
girls involved in Cambodia’s sex-slave industry.
Currently the industry in Cambodia is valued at 511
million US dollars. Children as young as 5 or 6 years
of age are often forced into prostitution or sold by
desperate parents who are seduced by the false promises

of education and job training for their children. In order
to combat these issues in Cambodia, Nomi Network

proposes a 3-part approach.
